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Students are expected to report to school in neat, clean and orderly attire and appearance. Parents are responsible to be
sure the student’s attire is in accord with the dress code. If an item is in question, parents are responsible to check it with
the principal first, and not to send the child to school wearing the item until it has been approved. Any clothing, hairstyle,
of jewelry, which may be unduly disruptive or distracting, will be brought to the parents’ attention and must be corrected.

KINDERGARTEN

Kindergarten students are not required to wear uniforms. Kindergartners are to dress comfortably to allow for movement
with the following guidelines: Jeans and sweatpants are not permitted. Shirts with writing or pictures should be
appropriate for school. Any color tennis shoe is permitted for Kindergarten. Shorts are allowed from Aprit 1 until October
31. All other guidelines regarding shoes and general appearance are the same as first through eighth grade students.
