INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY

To Parents of Students at OLPH School:

Your students have access to the Internet.  The Internet is a global network that will provide your child with access to a wide range of information from throughout the world.  Your child will also be able to communicate with people from throughout the world.  Use of the Internet for educational projects will assist in preparing your child for success in life and work in the 21st century.

Even though the school, through its A-site has security in place, it is possible that your child may find material on the Internet that you would consider objectionable.  The School’s Acceptable Use Policy restricts access to material that is inappropriate in the school environment.  Although staff will supervise your student’s use of the Internet, we cannot guarantee that your child will not gain access to inappropriate material.  There may be additional kinds of material on the Internet that are not in accord with your family values.  We would like to encourage you to use this as an opportunity to have a discussion with your child about your family values and your expectations about how these values should guide your child’s activities while they are on the Internet.  In addition, our school’s computer teacher, librarian, and the classroom teachers will discuss what is appropriate with each group of students as they prepare to use the Internet.  OLPH does use “Bookmarks” that mark sites that correlate with the curriculum.  

OLPH will be using the Internet in several ways.  Students will be using e-mail to communicate with students in other schools.  They will be using the World Wide Web as a research tool.

You do have the choice to request that your child not be provided with access to the Internet.  To exercise this option, the parent is asked to sign a form stating so.  This form is available in the school office, upon request.  When students purposefully use the Internet in unsuitable ways or attempt to circumvent the established procedures, they will lose their computer privileges for the remainder of the year.

A signed copy of this policy will be on file in the computer room.

After September 15, 2007, students who have not returned a signed copy will not be allowed to participate in Computer classes.  
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
